In order to meet the federal guidelines established for Title I programs fully, the 

administration shall: Provide timely notification to parent(s)/guardian(s) about their 

child's Title I selection, instructional objectives, progress reports, achievement levels on 

state academic assessments as soon as possible after the test is taken; establish dates and 

sites for parent/guardian-teacher conferences; help promote parent(s)/guardian(s) 

participation in school activities; consult with parent(s)/guardian(s) about how the 

District can work with parent(s)/guardian(s) to achieve Title I program objectives; and 

solicit parent(s)/guardian(s) suggestions in the planning, development, and operation of 

the program. 

Each school served by a Title I program shall schedule an annual meeting at a 

convenient time to provide parent(s)/guardian(s) of Title I students an opportunity to 

participate in the design and implementation of the Title I program and to provide 

information concerning the right of parent(s)/guardian(s) to be involved. All 

parent(s)/guardian(s) of Title I students shall be invited to this meeting. 
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
