For the 2023-24 school year, schools were identified based on previous years’ performance using
definitions and labels as required in the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). A Targeted Support and
Improvement (TSI) school is one that had at least one underperforming student subgroup in 2022-23. An
Additional Targeted Support (ATS) school is one that had a student subgroup performing at the same
level as the lowest 5% of all schools in the state in 2021-22. A Comprehensive Support and Improvement
(CSl) school is one whose performance was in the lowest 5% of all schools in the state or had a
graduation rate at or below 67% in 2021-22. Some schools are not identified with any of these labels. In
these cases, no label is given.

We continue to implement the district’s Academic Plan that focuses on creating a learning culture to
advance students’ thinking and providing a rigorous and standards-based curriculum to help students
achieve College- and Career-Readiness by the time they graduate.

State law requires that we also report additional information.

Buchanan Elementary School has a dedicated staff that is committed to helping students succeed in
school. It has implemented the Balanced Literacy Model for language arts instruction, as well as the
Everyday Math program for kindergarten through fifth grade students. Staff collaborates weekly to
review student work and to discuss and adjust instructional practices. Buchanan continues its Family
Support Team, which helps to meet the needs of struggling students. In addition, Buchanan houses the
Bright Beginnings Early Childhood Program, which provides services to families throughout Kent County
with children birth through age five. In order to provide students an opportunity to begin their
education at an early age, it also offers four, half day sessions of preschool. The full-day kindergarten
program allows staff to routinely assess students and provide a strong academic program.

Our mission is to ensure that all students are educated, self-directed, and productive members of
society.
