For the 2023-24 school year, schools were identified based on previous years’ performance using
definitions and labels as required in the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). A Targeted Support and
Improvement (TSI) school is one that had at least one underperforming student subgroup in 2022-23. An
Additional Targeted Support (ATS) school is one that had a student subgroup performing at the same
level as the lowest 5% of all schools in the state in 2021-22. A Comprehensive Support and Improvement
(CSI) school is one whose performance was in the lowest 5% of all schools in the state or had a
graduation rate at or below 67% in 2021-22. Some schools are not identified with any of these labels. In
these cases, no label is given.

Cesar E. Chavez Elementary is a neighborhood school located in the heart of the Latino community. It
has historically educated an immigrant population. Cesar E. Chavez Elementary has a very diverse
student body comprised of students who hail from Central American countries as well as Puerto Rico,
Cuba, the Dominican Republic, and Mexico. Approximately 94% of our school’s students come from
homes where Spanish is the first language. Cesar E. Chavez Elementary is one of the language centers in
the Grand Rapids Public School system. It has a Transitional Bilingual Program which enables students to
learn in their native language while making the transition to English. English as a Second Language is
implemented as well to support English Language Learner students.

Our mission is to ensure that all students are educated, self-directed, and productive members of
society.
