For the 2023-24 school year, schools were identified based on previous years’ performance using 
definitions and labels as required in the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). A Targeted Support and 
Improvement (TSI) school is one that had at least one underperforming student subgroup in 2022-23. An 
Additional Targeted Support (ATS) school is one that had a student subgroup performing at the same 
level as the lowest 5% of all schools in the state in 2021-22. A Comprehensive Support and Improvement 
(CSI) school is one whose performance was in the lowest 5% of all schools in the state or had a 
graduation rate at or below 67% in 2021-22. Some schools are not identified with any of these labels. In 
these cases, no label is given.

Stocking is a neighborhood school situated on the northwest side of Grand Rapids. Students who attend 
Stocking Elementary Cultural Center and then continue on to graduate from Union High School will be 
granted a renewable scholarship to a Michigan public college, university or vocational training provider 
for up to four years thanks to the Grand Rapids Community Foundation’s “Challenge Scholars” initiative. 
In order to qualify, students must meet criteria including maintaining good grades, excellent attendance, 
and exemplary behavior. In addition to the free college/vocation training opportunity, students benefit 
from math and literacy coaches and a career pathway coordinator.
